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The Vision questionnaire was circulated during the 

summer of 2008.  

23 responses were received from individuals. Church 

membership is currently 35 and Sunday morning services 

attract an attendance of 60 ς 80 adults and children.  

While there were far less male respondents, this reflects the 

composition of the church membership and weekly 

attendance. 

 

 
The average age of individual respondents was 50 years old 

with the youngest being 13 and the oldest 78. 

 

Four local community organisations responded to the 

questionnaire. These are reviewed on pages 11 ς 14. 
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Just under half (45%) of respondents originated overseas.
